Compass – Find your bearings and know the parts of your compass. Equipment Supplied

Swollen River Crossing – Transport your patrol over the swollen river by placing boards across the rocks with/out falling into the river. Equipment Supplied

Alligator Crossing – Build an A-frame and transport a patrols’ member across the alligator filled waters. Equipment Supplied

Charlotte’s Web – Get your patrol through the web before Charlotte has lunch. Equipment Supplied
First Aid – Know your first class requirements for First Aid. Poles will supplied for stretcher
Fireman Crawl  Relay– Keep Down and get out of the burning building. Equipment Supplied

Shelter Building – With equipment supplied,make the best shelter possible to protect your patrol. Equipment Supplied
