NEW BUSINESS 

 
1. Bylaw change- mailing and membership renewal forms to go out: 

a. The board reviewed and proposed some changes to the bylaws, which 
were approved at the February 1st member meeting.  (This will require 3 
consecutive meetings for member review and approval once 
documented):  Roll Call vote and record the Yes and No votes (by show of 
hands). 

i. Elimination of term limits for the President/Vice President positions 
ii. Updates to the by-law for club dissolution – to be drafted by 

Cranston & Cranston 
iii. First of 3 By-laws vote raised and all members were a Yay (32 

members attended).  2nd vote at the June 6th meeting planned. 
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2. Deed/Title- update and information on the deed/title by Jeff D.  Cranston is still 
reviewing the deed, there are some nuances to this, and signatories and legal 
filings may be needed.  More information to follow. 
 

3. Building Inspection- An inspector from the property insurance company came 
out a few weeks ago.  This is due on or before5/29/24 (Ryan Specialty 
recommendations below). 

a. Automatic extinguishing system protecting the hood, ductwork, and 
cooking surfaces should be installed by a qualified extinguishing service 
company or needs repair.  This will help ensure proper operation in the 
event of a fire. 

b. The propane tank exterior on the left side of front building is leaning into 
building.  The tank must be positioned on a permanent concrete pad to 
avoid any tip over hazard. 

c. The hood and ductwork over the cooking area should be cleaned by a 
qualified contractor every six months to reduce the accumulation of grease 
and thereby reduce the fire hazard. 

4. From the floor- Gig indicated that Eddie Pollack’s mom had an accident, club 
voted to send a fruit basket.  Glen Burbee has taken ill, waived annual 
membership dues by vote (unanimous vote).
