Youth Hunt:   

- April 23–24, 2022 One Turkey — Statewide Other Turkey — WMUs H1, H2, J2, K, L or M  
- Combined limit:1 or 2 (male or bearded) 

Spring:  May 1–May 31, 2022 

- One Turkey — Statewide Other Turkey — WMUs H1, H2, J2, K, L or M
